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1 Inserting the I/O Module

There is a top case on each I/O socket. Before inserting the 1/0O

module you first need to remove it.

1) Use the screw driver to remove the

screw and then remove the top case.
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2) Hold the I/O socket vertically and align the iPPC socket and

then carefully press the 1/0 socket onto the socket.

3) Use screw driver to screw

tightly the screw.
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4) Hold the I/O module vertically and align the 1/O socket, and

then carefully press the 1/0O module

2 Mounting the Hardware

The iPPC can be mounted on a panel of Fanel thickness
up to 5 mm
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maximum thickness 5 mm. Adequate
access space can be available at the

rear of the instrument panel for wiring

and servicing purposes.
